The quarterly show changeover, April 29, at 1919 
State had higher than usual participation, thanks to 
our newest members. Of the 70 entries, juror Megan 
Stirling accepted 53 and made the following 
awards: 1st place went to Frances Reighley for  her 
oil on canvas titles A Lovely Light; Nancy Freeman 
received 2nd for her oil on canvas California Beauti-
ful; Catherine Jenks was awarded 3rd for Soulôs 
Journey, an oil on panel; honorable mentions were 
awarded to Cathie Smith for her graphite on paper 
titled San Marcos Foothills and to Patti Handfin-
ger for Through the Fields to the Sea, an acrylic on 
panel. Thank you to all who participated in this 
show and to you all who retrieved art ï by the end 
of the day - which was declined by the juror and 
that which had been in the last show; not a single 
piece had to be brought home! óSpecial thanks to 
our volunteers who were kept busy all day ï Mary 
Kelly, Louise Komp, Andrea Tuzikas, and Terry 
Wimmer. As of May 9, 2 pieces from this show had 
already sold! 

 

Our next juried show will be at the Faulkner, in-
gathering on June 1. We will have both side galler-
ies in addition to the main gallery; one small gallery 
will be set aside for our newest members, who will 
be able to enter a 4th piece for free to hang there. 

Please remember to keep an eye on the Libraryôs 
online schedule; if you have signed up to host the 
gallery, take a look to confirm that nothingôs been 
scheduled that will prevent you from entering the 
gallery. 

Many of you have already heard through the grape-
vine that the Library will implement some changes 
in the coming fiscal year. One major change is a

It is hard to believe that we are almost to June and a reminder that we have a June show at the Faulkner ï 
our last scheduled show there until December. The ingathering is June 1st. Just a heads up that the Ana-
pamu Street entrance to the Faulkner will be blocked so visitors will have to access the show from the back 
door off Anacapa Street or through La Arcada or the Art Museum.
